Don’t you worry! The Indian Government 
has always strived to protect 

inventors’ intellectual property. They 
have made the process very simple. In 
fact, you can apply for it online! You 

need to log on to www.ipindia.nic.in to get 
all the information and initiate your 

filing process.

Anytime, Avishkar Kumar! I am always there to 
help. But this incident was a lesson. It was a 

sign that you must file a patent for your 
invention as soon as you can. Imagine if you had 

filed for a patent already you would have 
been less worried about the fact that 

someone else could duplicate your invention 
by copying your blueprints and research.  

You can always license 
your patent to someone 
for a fee and they can 

manufacture the product.

A few hours after this event, Avishkar and 
IP Nani are sitting in Nani’s garden and sipping tea.

Oh! That sounds 
fairly simple. Who 
can file the patent 

application?

need to be sure that the 
teleporter technology was 

not invented by anyone 
before you. 

Prior art refers to scientific & technical 
information that exists. it includes any 

public document like conference papers, 
technical publication, brochure, products, 

device, equipments, processes, patents 
and materials. You can do a prior art 

search on various free websites such as - 
www.ipindia. nic. in & www.wipo.int



 prior art can be found 
anywhere….books, articles 
on the Internet….anywhere. 

This is why you need to 
conduct an extensive prior 

art search.

No, no,  Avishkar! According 
to the latest changes in 

the law, it is now easier and 
quicker to file a patent 

application. An applicant 
can also attend hearings 
through video conference!

 Oh, now I understand. 
The invention should 

be practically useful 
for the industry.

Hahaha! Let me explain!
It means that your invention 

should be of some use to 
some industry. If the invention 

has no industrial value, 
nobody will buy the invention. 

That is fantastic!
I will apply for a 

patent for the 
teleporter right now! 

Yes! Definitely! Hmm… but I 
think I will have to wait for 

a very long time for the 
patent to get registered 

and visit the Patent Office 
for several hearings.

Do not worry, Avishkar Sir. 
Your invention does not only 

have industrial use,
it is a revolution for the 
transportation industry!
