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Liesbosch v. Edison

In this case, The Harbour Commissioner in Patras had engaged the
plaintiff to do some work by means of dredger. The work was
required to be finished within a stipulated period otherwise contract
could be forfeited. By the negligence of defendant, the drdger valued
at about 6000 pounds was sunk. Plaintiff could not replace the
dredger and they had to take another on high rent. Plaintiff
sustained loss and he claimed entire damage from the defendant. It
was held that plaintiff could get only the market price of the dredger,
cost or transportation of another dredger, and loss due to
suspension of work and not an extra damage due to the inability of
he plaintiff to purchase a new dredger as it was too remote.
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The Wagon Mound Case , in this case, an oil burning vessel, was
chartered by the appellants, Overseas Tankship Ltd., and was taking
fuel oil at Sydney port. At a distance of about 600 feet, the
respondents, Morts Dock Company , owned a wharf where the
repairs of ship including some welding operations were going on.
Due to the negligence of appellants servant a large quantity of oil
was spill. The oil which was spread over the water was carried to the
respondents wharf. About 60 hours later thereafter, molten metal
from the respondents wharf fell on floating cotton waste, which
ignited the fuel oil on the water an the fire caused great damage to
the wharf and equipment. It was also found that the appellants could
not foresee that the oil so spilt would catch fire. In decision by Privy
Council, it was held that, appellants were held not liable in
negligence even though their servants negligence was the direct
cause of the damage.
